a) To maintain a clean, safe and age-appropriate environment 
b) To assist in creating activities that respond to the children’s interest and reflect their learning 
c) To research activities that respond to the interests of the children in the room

a) To complete the daily documentation form with information regarding the child’s day when required  
b) To contribute to the children’s portfolio and learning stories with the parents so they are aware of their 

child’s development and milestones 
c) To respond to parents’ concerns and follow up with the Supervisor as required
